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Executive Summary

The Agency for Agricultural Quarantine (AAQ), Ministry of Agriculture (MoA), Indonesia has been pointed out as a champion of the National Plant Protection Organization (NPPO) under the Ministry of Agriculture Decree number 264 of 2006. The Indonesia NPPO is consisted of Directorate Crop Protection for Horticulture, Food Crops and Estate Crops. The AAQ organizational has recently been restructured into three main sub-bodies such as Center for Plant Quarantine and Bio-Safety, Center for Animal Quarantine and Bio-Safety and Center for Compliance, Information and Quarantine Cooperation.

One of the mission of MoA is self sufficient of rice, maize and soybean productions in 2014. To achieve this MoA missions, AAQ has to increase their function and activities to prevent the introduction and spread of pests and diseases that may cause damage and decrease these agriculture productions. As for the Directorate General of food crops and other related directorate general play an important role in achieving these missions.

During the last three years (2008-2010), a number of Phytosanitary regulations have been published based on Decree of MoA regarding import, export and domestic quarantine. These phytosanitary regulations may strengthen the activity of plant quarantine action at the entry and exit points of 51 agricultural quarantine stations, and supported by at least 3000 quarantine personnel. During these times, a number of pests and diseases such as viruses, bacteria, nematodes and insect pests in plant propagation materials and plant products have been detected under various laboratories (Virology, Bacteriology, Micology and Entomology Labs). Quarantine actions such as refusal or destroy were taken. PRA’s is subjected to technical justification for any importation of plant materials and plant products. At least 40 PRA’s requirements have been conducted based on country and single commodity.    

To fulfill the phytosanitary requirement of the exporting countries, AAQ is increasing quarantine cooperation with other countries trading partners regarding quarantine treatments (fumigation by MeBr, Phosphine, and heat treatment) and  implementation of ISPM#15. 

Implementation of domestic plant quarantine is subjected to prevent and spread of pests and diseases to another areas or islands. Beside that, Regular pest surveillance is conducted to monitor and evaluate the potential of pests and diseases introduction in collaboration to NPPO members. Control/eradication of pests and diseases outbreaks was conducted in collaboration with the NPPO members and local governments. Meanwhile, further development of quarantine regulations, rules and procedures are based on adopted ISPM standards.       

In the end of 2009, AAQ has given a mandate to inspect the food safety inspection for importation and exportation of fresh agriculture product to maintain acceptable maximum residual limit (MRL) based on the Decree of MoA number 27 of 2009 concerning inspection of fresh agriculture product. A number of fresh agriculture products have been rejected due to MRL’s.

An overall information of the NPPO activities is still facing a constraint dealing with the recruitment of PQ officers as the Government allows for only certain amount of personnel per year.  Hence, increase collaboration with private sectors in supporting the implementation of quarantine activities within the country is significantly increasing within the last three years. The outcome of these collaborations is increase pests and disease detections and reduced notification of non-compliance (NNC) of phytosanitary requirements from the importing countries.
